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Project-1   Water Supply Improvement Scheme Project  Macherla (Andhra 

Pradesh) (Rs. 0.91 cr.) �

The town of Macherla has a population of 49,221 covering an area of 5.50 Sq Kms. 
Nagarjuna sagar right canal is the source for the water supply to the town.  The project 
is implemented to augment the water supplies during summer.  The water supply 
scheme for Macherela town will cover 100% population of town and the scheme will 
benefit about 50,000 persons with 135 LPCD of water supply. As a result of project, 
water connections extended additionally to 7000 houses.

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Project-2    Storm Water Drainage Scheme, Nandyal, Andhra P’desh (Rs 

2.16 cr.)  

The town has a population of 1,52,000 extending in an area of 15.46 Sq kms The Strom 
Water Drain project envisages construction of 9 drains for 7.95 Km length for a total cost 
of Rs 2.16 Cr to check  inundation of low level areas during rainy season. The project 
was sanctioned in march 2007. The project would cover 100% population and would be 
beneficial for controlling floods during rainy season and improved drainage conditions in 
about 30% of the area of town.  
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Project-3   Water supply project of Mehsana, Gujara t (Rs. 9.40 Cr.) :  

The Gujarat Water Supply and Sewerage Board has constructed zonal reservoirs 
to store Narmada Water after treatment at regional level from the State budget. The 
project envisages construction of a feeder line from the regional reservoir to the Zonal 
reservoirs and laying of distribution lines to houses. It will benefit about one lakh 
population of the town by providing 135 LPCD of potable water to each household. The 
project will also ensure adequate pressure by constructing overhead reservoir at Zonal 
level.  
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Project-4  Water supply project of Jamnagar, Gujara t (Rs. 20.15 Cr.) :  

The project envisages utilization of water from Sasoi, Und and Ranjit Singh Sagar dam 
based on River Narmada by construction of a feeder line from the regional reservoir to 
the Zonal reservoirs and laying of distribution lines of 157.25 Km to houses. It will benefit 
about nine lakh population of the town by providing 135 LPCD of potable water to each 
household. The project will also ensure adequate pressure by constructing overhead 
reservoir at Zonal level.  
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Damoh Water Supply Augmentation aims to serve 2.29 lakh people in the year 
2035 (population 2001 was 1.27 lakhs) at 70 LPCD against the existing water availability 
rate of 35 LPCD. The scheme envisages construction of intake of capacity 20 MLD, 
Rising mains of 500mm dia and 4 Reservoirs of total capacity 2000KL. The scheme has 
been commissioned in April 2009 within the sanctioned cost factoring in also the 
enhanced cost of a substation at the WTP. Due to 24 hours electricity supply at the 
intake as well as the WTP, the ULB is now ready to move to a 24x7 supply system��
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Project-6    Road Project, Bhawani Mandi (Rajasthan ) (Rs. 3.11 cr.)  
� Project of improvement of roads, drains and Sulabh Complexes was approved 
for Rs. 311.00 Lac. on 29.3.06. The project involves the following works: 
 

1. Construction of C.C. Roads with drains,     2.77 Km. 
2. Construction of Storm Water Drain,     1.78 Km. 
3. Construction of retaining wall       0.92 Km. 
Retaining wall in length of 0.82 Km have been completed. Expenditure of Rs. 

223.71Lac has been incurred so far. 2nd Installment of ACA has also been received from 
MoUD, GoI. The problem of flooding has been solved by construction of 2 Nos. drains. 
Population of about 30 thousand will be benefited by construction of various works under 
UIDSSMT scheme.  
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Project 7:  Water supply project of Udaipur, Rajast han (Rs.53.95 Crore) 
  

    The distribution system in the town would be strengthened in this project after 
construction of an OHSR and RCC CWR raw water reservoir of 1700 KL and laying of 
367 kms of distribution pipes that will benefit 5 lakh residents. On completion of this 
project the supply of water will be ensured at 135 LPCD with adequate pressure 
throughout the city and will cover areas inhabited by the Urban Poor. �
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Expected Date of completion: Completed in March, 2010 
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Solid Waste Management project for Namakkal town will cover the projected 
population of 1.5 lakhs for the target year 2035. The project was sanctioned on 
16.03.07 and 1st Instalment of Rs.161.21Lakhs has been released against which   
Expenditure of Rs.124.08 Lakhs has been reported. Vehicles has been purchased 
and put into use Compost yard and Sanitary Land fill works are under progress 
Probable date of Completion31.08.09

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� The sewerage scheme for Vrindavan town will cover 100% of the town by a 
network of 50.76 kms of sewer lines and construction of STP of 8 MLD. The expected 
population to be benefited is about 81,000 persons and approximately about 40.85 
sq.kms area of the town will be covered. 
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Water supply scheme for Siliguri town will cover the projected population of 7.9 lakhs 
for the target year 2038 in wards 31 to 44. The proposed level of water supply is 70 
LPCD through construction of 6 OHSRs, 2 GWRs, pumping station. Laying of 
distribution network in these wards to ensure connectivity to all households has been 
proposed for the town.
